2.1 Fold rear seat cushion (1) forwards Vehicles with through-loading feature, 
code 287

2.2 Remove rear seat cushion (1). Vehicles without through-loading 
facility.

3 Unscrew retaining straps (2) of the rear 
seat cushions (1)

4 Raise floor coverings (3) and place to 
one side

5 Remove right end cover (4)

6 Use a claw-type wrench to unscrew the 
ring nut (5)

7 Remove locating cover (6) together with 
shaped seal (7)

Installation: replace sectional 
sealing ring (7). Marking on locating 
cover (6) must be aligned with marking 
on fuel tank.

8 Detach electrical plug connection (8) on 
fuel level sensor, right half of tank 
(B4/2)

9 Disconnect feed line (9) at fuel pump 
(M3) Installation: Replace O-ring of 

feed line (9), in order to avoid fuel 
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escaping.

10 Pull fuel level sensor, right half of tank 
(B4/2) out a little

11 Disconnect return line (10) at fuel level 
sensor, right half of tank (B4/2)

12 Remove fuel pump (M3) with right tank 
half fuel level sensor (B4/2)

 Check three supports on the floor 
on the right tank half fuel level sensor 
(B4/2) for damage, and replace right 
fuel pump (M3) (only possible in 
combination with the right tank half fuel 
level sensor (B4/2)).

13 Install in reverse order
