GT-S (model 190) vehicles, the radial shaft seal may become misaligned and leak. An authorized 

Mercedes-Benz dealer will check the automatic transmission for leaks on the affected vehicles and

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Procedure 

 

1.  Remove underfloor paneling under automatic transmission. 

2.  Check ventilation bore (A, Figure 1) at bottom side of transmission for leaks. 

 

 

 

 If transmission fluid is NOT leaking from ventilation bore (A) (OK): Procedure is complete. 

  Note:   Reassemble in reverse order. 

 If transmission fluid IS leaking from ventilation bore (A) (NOT OK): Proceed to  step 2. 

2.  Replace automatic transmission; refer to WIS:  AR27.10-P-0502MNB. 

3. Create PTSS case: 

 Submit pictures of old automatic transmission serial number and new transmission serial number 

along with VIN. 

 Note: 

 Pictures submitted must be of good quality and high resolution (refer to Figure 2). Picture with bar 

code is preferred. 

 No SDS print out is required. 

 No further instructions will be provided. Do not select check box for information only case.

Record old automatic transmission serial number and new transmission number on repair order.
