At times it is not possible to start the engine via the Keyless-Go start button; at the same time, the "Key not recogni-
zed" message appears in the instrument cluster.

Cause:
New Keyless-Go keys have been in use since June 2010. A Keyless-Go starting fault may occasionally occur with
these keys.

Normally, if a key is not correctly recognized during the first query of a Keyless-Go start process, the query is automa-
tically repeated 1 more time. Due to a SW error in the Keyless-Go control unit, there is no engine start repeat function
for the following keys.
