1 Set bleeding pressure on filling and bleeding unit to 2.0 bar. 5.1 Depress the brake pedal repeatedly until fresh brake fluid 
flows out free of bubbles  at the bleed screw (1) of the 
brake caliper.2 Remove caps of bleed screws (1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6) on the brake 

calipers.

 To bleed the brake system correctly it is essential to 
4 Open bleed screw (1) on brake caliper. pump the brake pedal throughout the entire bleeding 

process! Otherwise, remaining residual air can result in 
malfunctions and brake system failure!
In order to avoid the intake of air, do not pump the brake 

pedal in a jerking manner, but gradually release.

 The bleed screw (1) on the brake caliper can remain 
open during the entire pumping process.
Total quantity of brake fluid required: approx. 1.5 liters.
