28 Guide headliner (1) through gap (arrows)  When moving out headliner (1), ensure 
toward rear out of right rear door cutout. that the edge areas of the headliner (1) are 
Always keep headliner (1) arched. not kinked or graze against the adjacent 

components. Otherwise the headliner (1) can 
be damaged.
