When I got rid of my Run-Flat Tires (RFTs) on my 2010 ML35o Diesel, I collected these things for a four stage approach:
1.	Portable compressor and a good tire gauge. I have a Viair 70P. Cost $45.00 Slow but it will fill a 19 or 20” tire. It’s small enough to stow in the spare tire area, and with its long cables it will reach all corners of the vehicle AND a travel trailer I pull.
2.	Flat repair. I have Dynaplug 1007 Tubeless Tire Repair Kit with spares $22.00
3.	Puncture sealant. I got BMW Mobility Kit puncture sealant 750ml, BMW part# 71 10 0 415 041, $45.00 It is not supposed to harm TPMS. This is the newer version that doesn’t use the compressor to inject the sealant. Cheaper than the old version. MB has this newer version, too, but I tried two parts departments and they could only find the old EXPENSIVE version.
4.	An actual M-B compact spare – Conti T155/90/18 with special lug bolts. It “kind of” fits behind the rear seat.
Here is my plan if I lose air, in order of severity:
1.	If I am only losing a little air, just blow it up with compressor, monitor the pressure w/ TPMS, and drive to a repair facility. Maybe multiple inflations, but the TPMS will tell me when to fill.
2.	If I’m losing a lot of air, I hope the Dynaplug will stop the leak – then inflate, monitor and drive.
3.	If that fails, try the puncture sealant, but that’s a last ditch effort. I don’t really trust that the sealant won’t hurt the TPMS or at least make a mess. Then inflate, monitor (if TPMS still functional) and drive.
4.	Carry the temporary spare on special occasions where I am not sure I can get any roadside assistance such as boondocking in remote areas. Might consider a roof rack, also to carry the take-off big tire, but can carry the Temporary Spare in the travel trailer.
5.	My insurance company roadside assistance - $12.00 per year.
6. 	M-B Roadside Assistance.
Unfortunately, with all of these options you end up driving more slowly than if you had just installed a full-sized spare and motored on, so it’s like a RFT in that regard. But a regular tire can be repaired, you can actually find a replacement if necessary, and you don’t have the other drawbacks of RFT (a complete new topic).
In lieu of the compressor/sealant pair, I considered the Conti Comfort Kit. Tire Rack carries them for $79.00 and sometimes has refills available. May well be the same stuff – I think Dunlop developed the sealant for most of these. But my tire size fell just outside the fit chart. Must not be enough sealant to reliably fix our big tires. The full BMW Mobility Kit is around $100. 
Roadpro 12V Battery Clip-On and Cigarette Lighter Adapter
I have just become aware of the Airman Tire Repair Kit – includes compressor and sealant – made by Active Products Inc, available at Sears and Wal-Mart, and the same Dunlop sealant. This might be the best option of all.
